Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council Meeting held in the Village Hall (YO17 8NR) on Wednesday 10 September 2025 at 7 p.m. 
1. Open Forum: No residents attended for this purpose.

2. Apologies for Absence: None  
Present:  Cllr. Dean Wise (DW) [Chairman], Cllr. Gervase Dawidek (GD) [Vice Chairman], Cllr. Kevin Ashdown (KA), Cllr. Charlotte Duggleby (CD), Cllr. Simon Flounders (SF), Cllr. John Harrison (JH), Cllr. Norman Lamb (NL), Cllr. Peter Smith (PS), Bruce Skinner (BS) [Clerk/RFO].
Members of the public: Mr. J Lamb (see Item 5 below)

Councillors PS and JH left the meeting at approx. 8.35 and 8.50 p.m. respectively

3. Declaration of Interest
There were no declarations of interest regarding items on the agenda.

4. Minutes of Previous Meeting: Members present Unanimously Resolved to
accept the draft minutes of the 9 July 2025 Ordinary Meetings 

5. Co-option: As a second applicant had withdrawn her application, there was only a single candidate for co-option to fill the vacancy created by the resignation of Cllr. Jo Jackson.  
In conformity with the NY Elections instruction that [we] ‘must, as soon as practicable, co-opt duly qualified persons to fill the vacancy’, and the PC’s Co-option Policy that ‘the next suitable council meeting will have an agenda item 'To …. co-opt a candidate to fill the existing vacancy', it was Resolved to co-opt sole applicant Mr Jason Lamb as councillor.

Cllr. J Lamb signed a Declaration of Acceptance of Office and was requested to complete and return to the Clerk his completed Register of Interests form.
Chairman, DW, welcomed Cllr. Jason Lamb (JL) to the PC

6. Matters To Be Discussed:

a) Finance: 
         i)  Current financial situation: Commenting on the appended end August 
             financial statement, which had been copied to members, Clerk noted that
             the financial situation is healthy, with expenditure on grass cutting being
             less than anticipated, in part because of the dry summer..
b) Road Safety:
         i)   VAS: SF regretted that he has yet to download data from the VAS unit.
              After discussion regarding the impressions he had gained from briefly
              viewing the data in situ, it was agreed that, depending on further 
              analysis to attempt to identify frequent speeders, the VAS unit would 
              next be sited on either Town Street or Back Lane
         ii)  Installing an unlocked gate near phone box: PS reported that NYC
              Highways had advised that, inter alia, installation of a gate would be
              illegal
              Discussion resulted in a consensus view that, as the speed of vehicles
              on Beckside remains an issue, inter alia, NYC Highways would be 
              requested to suggest other means of speed control, e.g. addressing the 
              current speed limit inconsistency by extending the 20mph limit, from the
              school to encompass Beckside
         iii)  Weight limit on county bridge: Clerk regretted that he had be unable to 
               gain any insight into the basis of the decision not to lift the weight limit.
               It was agreed that Ward Cllr. Goodrick would be invited to the next
               meeting to address this and other traffic issues
c) Village Estate Management:
          i)   Grass Cutting: PS reiterated the ‘dry summer’ effect mentioned above.
               On the subject of the piles of grass cuttings left near the beck bank 
               below the phone box, SF will ask resident Mr Artur Tomaszczyk, who
               kindly mows this area, in future not to collect the cuttings.
               Regarding the existing piles, it was agreed that in the meantime Rob
               Witty would be asked to disperse the cuttings across the mown area 
               away from the beck bank   
          ii)  Beck Reeds: KA reported that Dr Harry Featherstone intends later this 
               month to continue with his efforts to remove reed growth, but cautions 
               that this is not a lasting or long-term solution to the problem.
               From subsequent, lengthy discussion, it was agreed that a
               mechanical means of clearing the waterway is necessary; inter alia, KA
               will seek Dr Harry’s advice on acceptable means of doing this
          iii) Trees: It was agreed that KA, with tree surgeon Gary Liversidge, would
               do a walk-around, quinquennial review of the PC’s trees and present a
               list of recommended husbandry measures at the next meeting    d) Quarry: 
               i)  Activity: There appears to be little or no activity at the quarry; KA will 
                   contact the agent, Dan Walker, to ascertain the latest situation and
                   report after the meeting         
               ii) Review of Old Mineral Permission (ROMP): Clerk reported that an 
                   NYC Planning Officer had advised that the ROMP is being held up as
                   it has to be issued at the same time as the application (which 
                   presumably is itself delayed – see d) i) above)  
   e) Miscellaneous:
              i)  Beckside ‘land drain’: NL to advised that the land drain has been 
                  repaired and the excavation reinstated. SF kindly offered to provide
                  topsoil to be spread to enable resowing of the area.
              ii) Surveys, consultations, etc.: CD reported that she has had to 
                  comment on only one consultation, the Fire & Rescue Service 
                  Community Risk Management Plan 2025.
                 SF will now take over this role until the next Ordinary meeting.         
            iii)  Speed Watch: GD with gather more information regarding the 
                  objectives of the Gillian Taylor ‘Speed Watch’ campaign, to enable a 
                  decision to be made at the next meeting regarding the PC’s signing-in 
                  to it.
             iv) IT Policy: After Clerk’s clarification of its purpose’ and of the     
                 amendments made to the template intended to render it ‘fit for
                 purpose’, members were requested to scrutinise it and to make any
                 comments by 19 September, to enable a final draft to be produced and
                 used if the need arises as a Draft until Approved at the next meeting.
            v)  Bonfires: It was agreed that a leaflet requesting residents to use 
                 wheelie bins or the Recycle Centre in Showfield Lane to dispose of 
                 waste, rather than bonfires, would be produced and delivered to every
                 household; SF and DW agreed to be postmen
