5. Matters To Be Discussed:

a) Finance: 
       i)  Current financial situation: Copies of the attached draft end of financial 
           year statement, Appendix 1, had been circulated to members prior to 
           the meeting. 
           Clerk/RFO summarised the situation by reiterating that it is very healthy
           and that the surplus balance will be carried over into the new financial 
           year and may affect November’s next Precept calculation 

b) Road Safety:
       i)  VAS: SF later advised Clerk that it is unlikely that the VAS will return in
           before the next meeting.
       ii)  Beckside speed reduction: PS had advised Clerk that there had been no
            further correspondence with Area 4 on this subject and hence that he 
            considered the matter closed. Members present endorsed that view.        
       iii)  Butchers Corner air quality: As the requested comparative measurements seem
             not to be readily available, members present agreed to discontinue their pursuit 
             of this issue.         
        iv) Yorkshire Water Beverley Road Site: Subsequent to the meeting, cllrs were
             advised that that day’s Gazette & Herald front page article had featured this 
             development, explaining that it is to be a water treatment plant, with an  
             associated water well borehole.
        v)  Road widths: Concern was expressed the grass verge kerbs of Back Lane, 
             Scarlet Balk Lane and Quarry Road are being eroded, resulting in a ‘gutter’ gap
             between the edge of the tarmac and the new ‘kerb’. Clerk will express this 
             concern to NYC Area 4.

c) Village Estate Management:
       i)  Grass Cutting: PS had advised Clerk that: 
            - Grass strimming is expected to resume in April/May
            - in the meantime: 
                  - Rob Witty will trim the unsightly growth on the beck 
                    bank below the stump of the late twisty-willow
                  - Trimming the unsightly epicormic growth from the jubilee bench lime 
                    tree will now be a routine feature of beckside strimming                          
       ii)  Beck Management: NL advised that beck clearance will not be carried out 
            until the water level has fallen sufficiently
       iii) Trees: 
            a) Husbandry: KA advised that the tree surgeon had overlooked the 
                reshaping the lime tree near the road bridge; when this has been done
                the agreed workscope will have been completed
            b) IVY on trees: Sir Richard Storey’s comments in his latest letter were  
                discussed. Members present expressed their appreciation of his 
                intended action regarding the badly affected jubilee bench lime tree
  
 d) Quarry: 
       i)  Activity: KA advised that S106 finalisation is still awaited – without 
           which there will be no production activity at the quarry
       ii) Review of Old Mineral Permission (ROMP): It too awaits the above
           outcome
    
e) Miscellaneous:
       i)   Surveys/Consultations: DW will assume this responding role until the May
            meeting  
       ii)  Work on Mill pedestrian bridge: Members had been copied with the NYC 
            bridge engineer’s response. Work is anticipated to resume in the spring 
            when the water level has fallen sufficiently  
       iii) Expenditure Authorisation Policy:  Having been copied prior to the 
            meeting, members present unanimously approved the amended/
            reconfigured version
       iv) Street lights: Clerk will arrange for contractor Acorn to remedy the
            ‘permanently illuminated’ fault on the lamps at the road bridge and near
            Elm Tree Farm on Town Street
       v)  Meetings: After considerable discussion, the consensus view of members 
            present was that, regarding the identification of voters on PC motions,
            the PC should continue to abide by NALC Standing Orders, viz: 
            Item 3 - Meetings Generally
            s) ……….  voting on a question shall be by a show of hands. At the
            request of a councillor, the voting on any question shall be recorded so as
            to show whether each councillor present and voting gave his vote for or 
            against that question. Such a request shall be made before moving on to 
            the next item of business on the agenda.
       vi) Bus shelter: Rob Witty will be requested to clean the bus shelter 
            when he attends the village for his grass cuttings Cuts.
